(1) Graph the data: 
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The data points lie on a line, since the data table is linear. One standard way to write an equation of a line is to set 


y = m x + b.

The quantity m is called the slope of the line, the quantity b is called the y-intercept of the line.

(3) Describe in words how you found the answer in (2).

(4) How can you check that your answer in (2) is correct? Check your answer!
