General Format. Each group will talk about a particular scientist. The PowerPoint presentations should last 20 (30 minutes at most) and include short discussions of the scientist’s life, his work, and how it relates to the contents of our course. As a general rule of thumb, each slide takes up about two minutes of time during the presentation.

Grade. Your presentation will be graded based on its content and the quality of the groups’ oral presentation. Each group member must participate equally in the preparation of the project (the “research”), the creation of the presentation (the “computer skill”) and its oral presentation in class. 

Dress Rehearsal. Each group must schedule a dress rehearsal meeting with the instructor on or before the date listed above. At the time of the dress rehearsal, the research component must be more than 90% complete, the computer component must be at least 50% complete.

References. You must at least use the following references:

1. The scientist’s major work (book or research articles).

2. A biography about the scientist (in book form, not an encyclopedia article).

3. A source with information about the scientific period during which the scientist was active.

4. An internet source 

References have to be listed (with complete citation) on the last slide of your PowerPoint presentation.

Computers. You can borrow laptops with Internet access from ACES to use within the facility. The PowerPoint presentation should be stored on a floppy disk (make and bring a backup floppy also). If the content of your presentation exceeds the storage capacity of a floppy disk, you can email the final .ppt file to me at hknaust@utep.edu at least two days before the presentation, and I will put the file on a CD. Your .ppt file has to be turned in immediately after your presentation. I will “publish” your file on our class webpage.
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
